Access to the Tornado is via a walkway leading to a 15-metre high stairwell.

Please note: Due to the nature of this attraction, expectant mothers, guests
suffering from neck, back, heart disorders, epilepsy, claustrophobia, recent
surgery/illness/injury, or any other physical limitations that could be aggravated
by sudden fierce movement may not ride.

Safety restrictions prohibit guests under 120 centimetres tall from experiencing
this ride.
